What is the application process?

Each student’s parents or legal guardian will need to fill out the attached application and send it and the student’s artwork to Calendar Contest c/o Lt. Michael Marucci, Ohio State Highway Patrol, 6259 State Route 14, Ravenna, Ohio, 44266. Once a student has been selected as a winner the parents or legal guardian will have to sign a waiver to allow the Ohio State Highway Patrol to use the student’s name, photo and artwork in the calendar. The deadline for submissions is November 30, 2006.
