COLUMBUS – Lt. Gary D. Lewis, commander of the Ohio State Highway Patrol’s Lancaster Post 
has transferred to the Public Affairs Unit at the Patrol’s General Headquarters in Columbus where 
he will serve as a spokesperson for the Patrol.
