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Toledo Post trooper involved in injury crash 
 
TOLEDO - A trooper from the Toledo Post of the Ohio State Highway Patrol was involved in an 
injury crash early this morning at 1:09 a.m. near the intersection of Wilkins Road and State Route 2 in 
Swanton Township in Lucas County. 
 
Tpr. Joshua Bolduan, 28, was working an off-duty construction detail and traveling eastbound on State 
Route 2, when a vehicle traveling southbound on Wilkins Road attempted to make a left turn, heading 
east on State Route 2. Tpr. Bolduan swerved to miss the vehicle, lost control and traveled off the right 
side of the road striking a traffic sign, two fence posts and a large sign pole before coming to rest.   
 
The driver of the other vehicle stopped and attempted to render assistance to Tpr. Bolduan who was 
trapped in his vehicle. Troopers from the Toledo Post were first on the scene and extinguished a small 
vehicle fire in the engine compartment.  
 
Tpr. Bolduan was life-flighted to Toledo Hospital where he is currently in stable condition.  
 
The driver of the other vehicle involved was uninjured and the crash is still under investigation. 
 
Tpr. Bolduan is a member of the 141st Academy Class, earning his commission in March 2004. He has 
served at the Defiance, Swanton and Toledo Posts throughout his career. He currently resides in 
Helena. 
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
