· 128 total motorcycle operator deaths in 2004 (136 motorcycle operator deaths in 2003).

Alcohol and/or Drug Use

· Out of 128 motorcycle operator deaths in 2004, 44 deaths involved alcohol and/or drug use. (34% of the total vs. 46% in 2003).
· Out of 44 motorcycle operator deaths that involved suspected drug and/or alcohol use, 12 operators did not have valid endorsements [27% vs. 37.5% in '03].

Endorsements

· Out of 128 motorcycle operator deaths in 2004, 51 deaths involved non-valid endorsement holders (40% of the total vs. 26% in 2003).

Gender
· Out of 128 motorcycle operator deaths in 2004, 122 were male (95% of the total).

Operator-at-fault

· Out of 128 motorcycle operator deaths in 2004, 79 deaths were operator-at-fault single vehicle crashes (62% of the total).

· Out of the 79 motorcycle operator deaths in operator-at-fault single vehicle crashes, 36 deaths involved suspected drug and/or alcohol usage (46% of the total).
