Further questioning revealed that the 
driver was an illegal immigrant that was 
transporting 13 other illegal immigrants from 
Arizona to New York. The driver had been paid 
$400 per person to transport the group. A total 
of $5,422 was seized from the driver and all 
suspects were released to the United States 
Border Patrol.

CRASHES INVOLVING AT-FAULT JUVENILE DRIVERS
During the three-year period juvenile drivers were at fault in 66,746 traffic crashes, resulting in 30,864 injuries and 
220 deaths on Ohio roadways.
Speeding was the most frequent contributing circumstance, accounting for more than half (55%) of crashes caused by 
juvenile drivers. Impaired driving by juveniles led to 830 traffic crashes over the three-year period.

JUVENILE TRAFFIC-RELATED ARRESTS/CITATIONS by OSHP
During the three-year period OSHP troopers made a total of 33,794 arrests of juvenile drivers. Of these, 17,973 
(53%) involved speeding; 6,891 (20%) involved safety belt violations; 1,269 involved driving without a valid driver 
license; and 581 involved driving while alcohol- or drug-impaired.
Juvenile traffic arrests ranged by county. Stark County (1,068) had the most from 2005 to 2007, followed by 
Clermont (987), Fairfield (877), Portage (870),  and Scioto (835).
Nearly one-third (10,302/30%) of juvenile arrests took place on Monday through Friday between the hours of 2:00 
and 8:00 p.m. Another one-third (11,654/34%) took place on Saturday or Sunday.

There have been 1,204 crashes caused by juvenile drivers thus far in 2008, resulting in 601 injuries.
From January 1 through March 31, 2008, OSHP officers have made 1,337 juvenile traffic arrests.
Nearly one in three (30%) of the arrests involved aggressive driving; 224 juvenile traffic offenders were driving 20 mph 
or more above the posted speed limit.
